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HAPPINESS IS...

| remember seeing a bumper sticker, which no doubt not only reflected the attitude of
the car’s driver, but most likely of many people in society today. It read, “Happiness is
a positive cash flow!” Certainly money, and the things it buys, has a strong allurement
to lots of people. The pursuit of wealth, prosperity, and affluence is central to many
people’s thinking. “If only | had the money to do this or that,” is the reasoning. “Throw
enough money at it, and any problem can be resolved,” is the philosophy of many in
the world. Money, however, isn’t the source of all happiness.

As with all of our possessions, money is a thing, an inanimate object, which is neither
morally good or bad. It is our attitude towards it that determines which trait it pos-
sesses. When used according to the will of God, it can be good, and accomplish good
things, in our lives and the lives of others, a genuine blessing from God. “Because the
rendering of this gift not only provides what the saints lack, but also overflows through
many expressions of thanks to God. Through the proving of you by this contribution,
they are praising God because you are practicing your profession of the gospel of
Christ, and because of the generosity of your gift to them and to all. They long for you
in prayer, because of God's surpassing grace in you. Thanks be to God for his un-
speakable gift!” (2 Cor. 9:12-15).

Other motives can pervert wealth and material possessions. Greed and selfishness
can cause possessions, and the desire for them, to unduly influence one’s actions, to
focus primarily on the physical, and live only for what it provides. Happiness, and the
whole of life, then, comes and goes depending on the state of “things” we possess, or
lose. Paul reminded Timothy, “A root of all evils is the love of money, toward which
some have striven, and have wandered away from the faith, and have stabbed them-
selves through with many sorrows” (1 Tim. 6:;10).

True happiness, in the Biblical sense, comes from God, and is best exhibited in being
right with God through his Son. This allows us to use all things for our good and his
glory, to be in control of our possessions, rather than having them possess and control
us. Whether we view ourselves rich or poor, we should always be satisfied with what
God supplies, and find what real happiness is in him. “I know how to be abased, and |
know how to abound. In any and all circumstances | have learned the secret of being
well-fed and of being hungry, both to abound and to be in need. | can endure every
situation through Christ who strengthens me” (Phil. 4:12-13). Let us rejoice and be
happy, truly happy, in the Lord. No matter what happens in life, no matter how much
or how little we have, if we have Christ, we have all we need. “But seek first God's
kingdom and righteousness, and all these things will be given to you” (Matt. 6:33).
Happiness isn’t necessarily found in a positive cash flow, but joy is forever in the Lord.
