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What Kind of Religion?

O ne day | was thumbing through a magazine and a cartoon caught my attention. It
showed a man in a garden and seed store asking the puzzledclerk: i Do y o u
anything that has big flowers, grows an)

After this brought a smile, | could not help wondering if this is the kind of religion
that many are seeking. Have you ever heard it said about a particular congregation, “All
they want to do is keep house?”

Unfortunately today, there are some who do not even want to keep house! Do you
know any members of the church who have reduced their Christianity down to a bare
minimum? They have a one-hour per week religion unless something comes up—and it
usually does.

A Religion of Action

Perhaps we all need to be reminded that New Testament Christianity is a religion
of action and service. As Jesus prepared for His church or kingdom, He spoke of work-
ing in a vineyard (Matthew 20:1), a farmer sowing seed in various soils (Matthew 13:3),
and the important activities of shepherds (John 10:1-18). He spoke of the harvest being
ready for reaping, and the shortage of laborers (Matthew 9:37,38).

On various occasion, Jesus called upon the ones He taught to forsake all to follow
Him (Matthew 19:21; Luke 14:26).

The apostle Paul compared the Lord’s church to the human body made up of
many active members carrying out various functions (Romans 12:3-8; 1 Corinthians
12:13-27). Yes, it is important to sit on the pews for worship; however, this must not be
the total of our religion.

As Christians, we must also be faithful servants (1 Corinthians 4:1), workers and
involved in visitng it he f atherl ess and widows i Ve
must be concerned about sharing the gospel with a world lost in sin (Mark 16:15).

The Sin of Do-Nothing

We may want a religion of doing nothing and neglect—just be on a church roll, but
this does not please God. Only those who do His will (Jesus said) can enter the king-
dom of heaven (Matthew 7:21).

In the parable that Jesus gave about the men who received talents of money, He
severely condemned the man who received one talent. Why? It was because he did not
use it (Matthew 25:24,25). In fact, He said to him: i You wi cked and |
the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness. There will be weeping and gnashing of
teetho (Matthew 25:26, 30) .

Therefore, when the call is made by the elders to support the various programs of
work in this church, we need to respond like the prophet Isaiah:
