From the time we are born upon this earth, until we die, we make an all-out pursuit for happi-

ness. When the tiny baby is hungry or uncomfortable, they turn on the tears. Why? We often 

comment, ñThey are unhappy!ò Therefore, every good parent makes every effort to give them 

what they want. However, this is only the beginning, because happiness is sought at all ages and 

stages. 

 Solomon, the wisest mere man to live upon the earth, wanted to find the true formula for 

happiness. He said, ñCome now, I will test you with mirth; therefore enjoy pleasure,ò but surely, 

this also was vanityò (Ecclesiastes 2:1). Therefore, he tried laughter, mirth, wine, folly, great 

works, houses, vineyards, gardens, orchards with all kinds of fruit trees, waterpools to water the 

trees, male and female servants in his house, herds and flocks, silver, gold, special treasures of 

kings, male and female singers, and all kinds of musical instruments (Ecclesiastes  2:2-8). He got 

anything he wanted! (Does this sound familiar?). What was Solomonôs conclusion of all these 

and other earthly things? 

 ñThen I looked on all the works that my hands had done and on the labor in which I had 

toiled; and indeed all was vanity and grasping for the wind. There was no profit under the 

sunò (Ecclesiastes 2:11). He eventually learned that happiness comes only in fearing God and 

keeping His commandments (Eccl. 12:13). 

 Perhaps the greatest weakness of the human race over the centuries has been seeking happi-

ness in the wrong places. Certainly there is nothing wrong in seeking and being happy. In fact, it 

seems (from the overall picture of the Bible) that God wants His children to be happy in this life 

and the life to come! The first garden was planted by the powerful hand of God, and beautifully 

capable of providing full happiness (Genesis 2:8-16). It was man and woman who spoiled itð

not God! 

 The serpent deceived Eve into believing that she could find happiness in another way, and 

that God was hiding something from her (Genesis 3:5). The serpent was wrongðdead wrong 

(Genesis 3:19). The tree that the serpent was promoting was a tree of death (Genesis 2:17). 

 Remember, true happiness is found ONLY on Godôs terms. I had this thought in mind 

when writing the following poem: Where Is Happiness?
