Do You Have Life?  
 

O ne day I visited a lady in the hospital, and I asked her, “How are you do-
ing?” She answered, “I am so thankful for life!” 

 Since this lady was a faithful Christian, she said more than perhaps she re-
alized! For there are two kinds of life presented in God’s word.  
 First of all, there is physical life. All who are alive in the world have this 
kind of life. This is true because, when they were physically born, they received 
the gift of life. However, this cannot be said about the other kind of life.  
 The second kind of life is spiritual life, and is a special gift from God; it is 
available only through the blood of His Son. Immediately when sin is committed, 
there is death and the need for spiritual life. ñFor the wages of sin is death, but 
the gift of God is eternal life in Jesus Christ our Lordò (Romans 6:23). Paul 
summed up this principle with these words, ñFor as in Adam all die , even so in 
Christ, all shall be made aliveò (1 Cor. 15:22).  
 Please remember that blood is essential for both kinds of life. It is not un-
common to hear someone say, “We don’t know whether he or she will make it, 
because of losing so much blood!” This is why we hear the words, “When you 
give blood, you give life.” 
 Yet, many do not realize that the same is true of eternal life. This is a fact 
because, without the blood of Jesus, there is NO life. ñIn Him we have redemp-
tion through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His 
graceò (Eph. 1:7). In fact, blood is so essential to life, that Jesus left heaven to 
become flesh, so that He could shed His blood. It is correct to say that when He 
brought His sacrificial blood, He brought life! 
 John wrote of Jesus: ñIn Him was life, and the life was the light of 
menò (John 1:4). When Jesus compared Himself to the thief who came to steal 
and kill the sheep, He said, ñI have come that they may have life, and that they 
may have it more abundantlyò (John 10:10). 
 Therefore, it is a fact that all who are alive have physical life, but only a few 
in the world have eternal life. Jesus taught, ñBecause narrow is the gate and dif-
ficult is the way which leads to life, and there are few  who find itò (Mat. 7:14). 
Unfortunately, the majority will follow the broad way that leads to destruction (vs. 
13). 
 This is a fact because those on the broad way are not in Christ, and there-
fore do not have His blood for eternal life. Jesus described the eternal life that 
He offered as a spring: ñspringing up into eternal lifeò (John 4:14). 
 Thus, Christians who say, “We are so thankful for life,” can say these words 
with their fullest meaning. — Benny B. Bristow
