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DISTRACTED  
 

 According to the dictionary, the word distracted is best defined as “unable to 
give proper attention to or concentrate on, as because of mental disturbance, anxiety, 
etc.”  For me, this offers a good description of many drivers these days.  I have seen 
people weaving all over the road while trying to eat, apply makeup, shave, talk or text 
on their cell phone, watch what’s going on in the back seat instead of the road ahead, 
and all other sorts of activities unrelated to their immediate concern of driving safely!  
How many accidents and other related incidents have happened, to a person’s harm, 
because he or she was distracted? 
 
 Being distracted is not just related to driving.  How many people have been 
placed in harm’s way spiritually, because they were distracted?  One person has 
rightly observed that one of Satan’s greatest tools against us is the art of distraction.  
Jesus speaks of this problem several times in Scripture.  Regarding the seed that fell 
among thorns, Jesus said, “And as for what fell among the thorns, they are those who 
hear, but as they go on their way they are choked by the cares and riches and pleas-
ures of life, and their fruit does not mature” (Luke 8:14).  When Jesus went to the 
home of Mary and Martha, Martha was “distracted with much serving” (Luke 10:40) 
and failed to understand the good part Mary had chosen (10:42).  It doesn’t get much 
clearer than how Jesus phrased it in Luke 9:62; “No one who puts his hand to the plow 
and looks back is fit for the kingdom of God."  
 
 It’s too easy in our society today to fill our schedules with so many things, that 
we are unable to give proper attention or concentrate on God’s part in our lives.  We’re 
much too busy for family devotions, daily Bible reading and prayer.  We’re too occu-
pied with other matters to get involved in the work of the church, to consider helping 
others.  We want to give more of our finances, but life distracts us with too many other 
options on how to spend our resources.  We may not use the term, but in reality we 
are distracted by lesser things and are missing out on what’s really important…God, 
the spiritual, and eternity! 
 
 It’s time to prioritize our lives, to put first things first.  Anything that keeps us 
from focusing on the spiritual is a distraction, and we need to redirect our thoughts and 
energies to what has eternal importance.  In driving, it would be a terrible tragedy to be 
distracted and die in an automobile accident.  The greatest tragedy of life, however, is 
to be distracted by Satan and forget to live for God.  “But seek first the kingdom of God 
and his righteousness, and all these things will be added to you” (Matthew 6:33).
