Giving God The Glory 
 

D uring the course of a year, we often stand on the threshold of changing sea-
sons. When this happens, we should be reminded that just as the seasons 

come and go, so do our lives. This should make us pause and realize that we 
need to put God first. The physical things of this life that seem so important to us 
are but the flicker of a candle, for they will soon go out (James 4:14). Do the 
physical things have their place in our lives? Yes, if they do not take priority over 
the spiritual. 
 
 There are things in this life that are not evil themselves, but become evil be-
cause they take us away from God. Of what things do I refer? I am referring to 
anything that absorbs our lives and leads us away from God. Jesus taught that 
even a hand or eye should be removed if such causes us to be offended. 
 
 “If your right eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and cast it from you; for it is 
more profitable for you that one of your members perish, than for your whole 
body to be cast into hell. And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and 
cast it from you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, 
than for your whole body to be cast into hell” (Matthew 5:29,30). 
 
 Therefore, our jobs, our families, our hobbies, and recreation could take us 
from God! You can add to this list, but surely you can see that God and His king-
dom must be first—even before the necessities of life (Matthew 6:33). A good 
rule to follow: If the various physical things become our master instead of us be-
ing master of them, we are spiritually in danger. 
 
 Once an English friend found Jenny Lind on the sea sands, with a Bible on 
her knees, looking out into the glory of a sunset. They talked and the conversa-
tion drew near to the inevitable question, “Oh, Madame Goldschmidt, how is it 
that you ever came to abandon the stage at the height of your success?” 
 
 She replied: ”When, every day,” was the quiet answer, “it made me think 
less of this (laying a finger on the Bible) and nothing at all of that (pointing to the 
sunset), what else could I do?“
