When you first read of him in Scripture, you are told he was nicknamed "Son of Encour-
agement" by the apostles (Acts 4:36). When you read of his life, it is obvious how ap-
propriate this name was. He owned a tract of land, but was willing to sell it, giving the
money to the apostles, to help those in need (Acts 5:37). He was an encouragement.
When Saul was immersed and sought out the disciples in Jerusalem, they were afraid to
associate with him, knowing his reputation as a persecutor (Acts 9:26-27). This person,
however, took up for Saul, convincing the brethren of his sincerity.

Later, after accompanying Saul (now known as Paul) on a missionary jour-
ney, this unique individual would defend John Mark (Acts 15:37). He had previously
