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The Value of Holiness  
 

You may have heard about the recent death of David Carradine, the actor famous for the tele-
vision series “Kung Fu,” along with movies and documentaries on the History Channel.  As 
more reports surface on the nature of his death, more reports surface on the nature of his life-
style.  It seems from interviews with his ex-wives, he lived a sexually immoral and, to use the 
language of one of them, “risky” way of life.  When asked about why he engaged in certain ac-
tivities, she repeated said, “Everything for him was for fun.”  In other words, he lived for pleas-
ure, for the gratification of those desires that would bring him pleasure, what was “fun.”  While 
an autopsy is to be performed, it seems likely that his pursuit of fun turned deadly in the end. 
 
This is the mantra that so many live by today, isn’t it?  How many times have you heard the 
phrase, “God just wants me to be happy?”  People haven’t abandoned religion as much as 
they have redefined the parameters where it can be found and lived.  So, pursuing anything 
that  at any given moment in time will make one happy, will satisfy whatever one’s desires hap-
pen to be at that time, is believed to be acceptable and God-approved.  Such a philosophy of 
life, however, is a deception of the devil and not of the will of God.  Paul reminds us, “For this is 
the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain from sexual immorality; that each one of 
you know how to control his own body in holiness and honor” (1 Thess. 4:3-4).  He then con-
cludes, “For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness” (1 Thess. 4:7).  Scripture is 
very clear that those who seek to please God will glorify God in their bodies, in the lifestyle they 
live (1 Cor. 6:19-20). 
 
Why does God have a specific way He wants us to live?  He is our Creator, and knows how we 
are made, what is best for us, what will give us the best life for today and eternally.  Sin is a 
deception, as it promises gratification but never fully delivers, always leaving one wanting 
more, never revealing the harm and dangers that come with it.  This is the controlling aspect of 
sin, how it deceives us and hardens our hearts (Heb. 3:13), then enslaves us to its way of life, 
a life that leads to destruction.  Paul reminded the Christians in Rome how sin how once con-
trolled them, giving themselves over to impurity and to lawlessness “leading to more lawless-
ness” (Rom. 6:19).  To the Ephesians he recalled the ever increasing depravity sin led to in the 
Gentile world.  ñThey are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God be-
cause of the ignorance that is in them, due to their hardness of heart.   They have become cal-
lous and have given themselves up to sensuality, greedy to practice every kind of impu-
rity” (Eph. 4:18-19).  I suppose you could say, for the Gentile world of Paul’s day, everything 
was for fun, too.  But look where it led.  Those in Rome who obeyed the gospel, and came to 
understand the difference in sin and holiness, were ashamed of their former lifestyle (Rom. 
6:21), because it led to death (Rom. 6:23).  Only in Christ is there an abundant life today, an 
eternal life tomorrow. 
 
There is joy in the Lord (Phil. 4:4), but it comes from living to His praise and glory, in His will, 
not in the self-deception of sin.  Life is not for fun, but for God, and not just for today, but for 
eternity, remembering there is a day of judgment.  “So, whether you eat or drink, or whatever 
you do, do all to the glory of God” (1 Cor. 10:31).  This is ultimately what really matters.
