Do Your Best And God Will Help 
 

T here are many things in the Christian life that challenge our faith, but one of the 
leading ones is trusting God to take care of us. There are two extremes to which 

anyone can go on this subject, and both of these are wrong. One extreme is to sit back 
with the attitude that I don’t need to do anything; God will do it all. The other extreme is 
the attitude that I can do everything, and I don’t need God’s help.  
 
God’s word teaches that His children must do the best we can, and then call upon the 
Lord help to help us!   
 
The story is told of a father who taught his little son to always do his best before giving 
up. One day his little son was trying to move a heavy rock, but failed. He said to his dad, 
“I have tried and tried, but I can’t move this heavy rock.” 
 
His dad replied, “Have you fully done your best?” The son answered him, “Yes sir, I 
have done my best, I have done everything, but I still have failed. Then his dad told him, 
 
“Son, you have NOT done everything!” Then the son asked, “Dad, why haven’t I done 
my best and done everything?” To this, his dad replied, “You haven’t asked me to help!” 
 
The Bible rule seems to be, ñServing your best, plus seeking the Lordôs help, 
equals SUCCESS!ò 
 
We need to remember that there is a vast difference between being CONCERNED and 
WORRYING! Being concerned motivates us to serve with God’s help, while worrying 
stops us from believing both in self and in God. Worry is associated with a lack of faith, 
and worry causes us to doubt the providential hand of God. No, God will not supply our 
needs by performing direct miracles. He will not rain down manna from heaven on a 
daily basis as He did Israel (Ex. 16:35). He will not send down an angel to cook nourish-
ing cakes as He did Elijah (1 Kgs. 19:4-7). However, He will guide us as we work and 
serve Him. ñGod feeds the birds, but He doesnôt throw the worms into their nests!ò 
 
Jesus knew that worrying would be a problem with His disciples, and He taught them, 
ñTherefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will 
drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food and the body 
more than clothing?ò (Mt. 6:25, NKJV). Then He gives them the solution for overcoming 
the sin of worrying: ñBut seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all 
these things shall be added to youò (Mt. 6:33, NKJV). 
 
The message from Jesus to all who follow Him while worrying is, ñO you of little faith, 
why did you doubt?ò (Mt. 8:26). —Benny B. Bristow
