“Look at her sitting there! Doesn't she realize how busy | am, how much work
there is to do, how much | need her in here helping me? How can she just sit
there and not know | need her?” Perhaps Martha thought such things before
she blurted out to Jesus, "Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to
serve alone?
