THE VALUE OF A SOUL 
 

 

The last few weeks have brought news of several celebrities’ deaths.  David Carradine, Farrah 
Fawcett, Michael Jackson, Billy Mays, Gale Storm, and Fred Travalena are some of the recent 
deaths getting air time on television.  It’s interesting to observe the response the public gives to 
such media personalities dying.  Many times there is a revival of their work, as in television 
shows or music getting air time, where before you might be hard pressed to hear of them.  Some 
stars make more money in death than in life.  Even though they may not have been currently 
active, people feel a connection with them, as their prior work is remembered and the times of 
one’s life that it was a part.  I suppose the best way to describe how many respond is with sad-
ness, as it evokes the feeling of an end of an era. 
 
However, how often do we stop to reflect that each day someone dies?  Approximately 6,630 
people die each day in the United States.  This number may not be of any concern to us, as for 
the most part we won’t have any connection with anyone part of this number.  At some point in 
time, however, it will, as one of that statistic may be a friend or a loved one, and if the Lord tar-
ries in returning, someday we will be part of that statistic as well. 
 
While the majority of those who die each day may not be catch our attention, we can be sure that 
everyone who passes from this existence, anywhere on this planet, is of great interest to God.  
You don’t have to be a celebrity for God to know you, for He is intimately acquainted with each of 
us.  In speaking of the worth of the individual, Jesus said, “Are not five sparrows sold for two 
cents? Yet not one of them is forgotten before God.  Indeed, the very hairs of your head are all 
numbered. Do not fear; you are more valuable than many sparrows” (Luke 12:6-7).  God is con-
cerned with the death of the righteous, as this holds promise for eternal life (2 Cor. 5:8).  Of just 
as much concern to God is the death of the wicked.  God reminded the people of Israel, “ôAs I 
live!ô declares the Lord God, óI take no pleasure in the death of the wicked, but rather that the 
wicked turn from his way and live’” (Ezek. 33:11).  God knows every person that dies will be in 
either heaven or hell, and His desire is for everyone to come to repentance and find life in Him (2 
Pet. 3:9). 
 
Would, then, we had such a vision of life and death, for ourselves and those around us.  After 
decades of performing funerals, I have seen many people deceive themselves into thinking al-
most everyone will ultimately go to heaven, but Jesus said it would not be this way (Matt. 7:13-
14).  Would that we all had a greater concern for those we know, for the life they live today, and 
where they will be when they depart this existence!  “The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life, 
and he who is wise wins souls” (Prov. 11:30).  If we take life seriously, this must be a concern 
for us. 
 
The passing of a celebrity, of a loved one, of anyone, is more than just the passing of an era in 
time.  It’s someone entering into eternity, to spend eternity in heaven or hell.  Do we share with 
God such a vision?  Does it make a difference in the number of “todays” you have?  “Be faithful 
until death, and I will give you the crown of life” (Rev. 2:10).
