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CHILDREN OF ENCOURAGEMENT 
 

 

When we first read of him in Scripture, we are told he was nicknamed "Son of Encour-
agement" by the apostles (Acts 4:36).  When you read of his life, it is obvious how appro-
priate his name was.  He owned a tract of land, but was willing to sell it, giving the 
money to the apostles, to help those with needs (Acts 5:37).  He was an encouragement.  
When Saul was baptized and sought out the disciples in Jerusalem, they were afraid to 
associate with him, knowing his reputation as a persecutor (Acts 9:26-27).  This Son of 
Encouragement, however, took up for Saul, convincing the brethren of his sincerity.  He 
was an encouragement.  Later, after accompanying Saul (now known as Paul) on a mis-
sionary journey, this encourager would defend Mark (Acts 15:37).  Mark had previously 
deserted them and their work, but would change, so that Paul would write, "He is useful 
to me for service" (2 Tim. 4:11).  He was an encouragement.  Truly, great things hap-
pened in the lives of others because Barnabas was an encourager of others. 
 
The term encouragement is used in Scripture to mean "exhortation, appeal, request, 
comfort, and consolation," depending on the situation which existed.  In each case, how-
ever, it was an appropriate response to the need of others.  Whether in building others 
up, helping them move forward, or seeking the best in them, that certainly described 
Barnabas' attitude toward others.  He showed a genuine interest in them, and sought to 
bring out the best in them.  Certainly the early church was blessed to have Barnabas and 
others like him seek to encourage others, to bring out the best in others, and to grow in 
their love and service for God. 
 
The need for encouragers like Barnabas is as important today as at any time in history.  
There are people who are sick, depressed, hurting, unsure of themselves, and in need of 
some kind words of comfort and reassurance.  How little time it takes to make a visit, 
send a card, or make a phone call.  Just a small act of kindness, or a word fitly spoken, 
can accomplish so much for someone in need, and what fruit it can bear for the Lord!  
Although being an encourager is not a highly visible role to fill, the results can be great in 
the lives of those who are encouraged, and that encourages us all. 
 
In each of our lives there are times when we need some encouragement.  Maybe it 
comes from a parent, a loved one, or a friend, but its value is priceless.  Is there someone 
you know that needs some encouragement?  By imitating the example of Barnabas, we 
not only bless others, but are blessed ourselves.  Can you be a son or daughter of en-
couragement?
