Jesus Was An Artist 
 

W hen we think about famous artists who have lived, died, and left behind famous 
paintings, as a general rule, we do not include Jesus. However, among all artists 

who have ever lived, Jesus is the greatest! No, I do not mean that He used paints and 
brushes and painted great works of art on various types of canvasses, but rather that 
Jesus painted pictures on the hearts of those listening. 
 
Before painting a great work of art, Jesus would sometimes use special words to get 
their attention. For example, painting the parable of the sower, ñListen! Behold, a sower 
went out to sowò (Mark 4:3, NKJV). After getting their attention, He began painting. 
 
In His first strokes of the mental brush, He painted a man walking across a field with a 
bag of seed hanging from his shoulder sowing seed. Then He added four different soils 
receiving seed: hard wayside soil, rocky soil, thorny soil, and good productive soil. Once 
the painting was finished, Jesus applied these different soils to way that different kinds 
of hearts responded to the word of God. He paints only one type of soil out of the four, 
producing fruit. 
 
The above picture is only one of many that Jesus painted daily during his ministry. He 
painted scenes of blind men receiving their sight, crippled men walking, deaf men hear-
ing, demon-possessed men free from evil spirits, and thousands being healed from 
deadly diseases. 
 
On one occasion, Jesus painted a beautiful picture of the death and restoration of life of 
a close friend, Lazarus. This painting featured a tomb where His friend had been dead 
for four days, surrounded by those who were weeping. Jesus even painted in the weep-
ing of Himself and the two sisters of Lazarus whom He also loved.  
 
But all colors in this painting were not all death and sadness, but reflected the scene of 
Lazarus responding to the call of Jesus, Lazarus, come forth!” (John 11:43). The hues 
in this painting become brighter when Lazarus came out of the tomb, alive and bound in 
his grave clothes ready to be loosed (John 11:44). 
 
This is only one of the many masterpieces that Jesus painted while teaching and serv-
ing on earth. In His collection are: “The Prodigal Son,” “The Good Samaritan,” The 
Feeding Of Multitudes,”  “A Mountaintop Sermon,” “The Samaritan Woman,” and many 
more. Thus, all the famous artist of the world combined could never equal the work of 
Jesus. 
However, the painting that stands above all of His paintings is the one that cleanses a 
sinner from his or her sins and sets them on the course of eternal life. —Benny B. Bris-
tow
