Living a Spiritual Life 

 

Spirituality is the state of being spiritual, an attribute possessed by those who are spiritual.  Perhaps Paul 

best defines it when he states, "While we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which 

are not seen.  For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eter-

nal" (2 Cor. 4:18).  The spiritual person believes in the existence of spiritual realities; in the living God, in 

Christ, His Son, in the power and importance of the word of God, and the role these play in our existence.  

Such a person is convinced of the existence of such spiritual realities, able to see the unseen.  

       

Not only does the spiritual individual accept the spiritual as genuine, but it is central to one's thinking.  It 

occupies a place of importance in one's interest and daily life.  Life is centered on the spiritual and life's 

decisions are made in view of the reality of the spiritual.  Such was the character of Jesus.  His generation 

was carnal and materialistic, yet Jesus minimized the material and exalted the spiritual.  He taught that 

spiritual ties are stronger than fleshly ties, that the soul takes precedence over the body, that God is over 

Caesar, and that the kingdom of heaven has priority over earthly governments.  Jesus is our perfect exam-

ple for spirituality.  

         

Being spiritual, then, isnôt as much a feeling as it is a way of life, a frame of mind that governs our feel-

ings, choices and decisions, that determines how we live life.  As Paul prayed for the Colossian Christians, 

so we also should ñbe filled with the knowledge of His will in all spiritual wisdom and understand-

ingò (Col. 1:9), so we can ñoffer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christò (1 Pet. 2:5).  

We make sure those spiritual principles in Godôs word are what guide us through life, in all of life, 

whether at work, at home, in recreation, in the kingdom, everywhere we go, in all we say and do. 

 

So, just how can someone be spiritually-minded if they donôt spend time in Godôs word regularly, daily?  

How can someone be spiritually-focused if assembling with brothers and sisters in Christ, to worship God 

and share fellowship together, is a sometime thing?  How can someone set a spiritual example if our re-

sources, whether in time, talents, finances, or whatever, are abundant for fleshly pursuits but lacking for 

those spiritual in nature?  We should note how Paul reminded the Corinthians that acting from jealousy 

and strife denied any claim to being spiritual on their part (1 Cor. 3:1-3).  Being spiritual isnôt a vague, 

fuzzy experience that is better felt than told.  Itôs a decision made that encompasses the totality of who we 

are, and is exemplified in the life we live.  If the majority of all we say and do focuses on self, on living for 

today, then we are fleshly, not spiritual.   

 

How sad, then, when one has access to the abundant life in Christ, yet chooses to live the same as the rest 

of the world!   Claiming to be spiritual under such conditions is no different from the one who claims to 

love the Lord, yet refuses to obey His commands (John 14:15), or picks and chooses which ones are con-

venient to obey.  Spirituality isnôt a garment we take on or off, depending on what our circumstances are, 

but an attitude and lifestyle that carries us through all of our circumstances. 

 

While some may act like they can pick and choose when to be spiritual, there is no such thing as part-time 

Christians in Godôs service.  You are spiritual or youôre not.  You are spiritually-minded, or youôre not.  

You live a spiritual life, or not.  What about you?  ñFor those who live according to the flesh set their 

minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of 

the Spirit.  To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peaceò (Rom. 

8:5-6).
