All things Through Christ 
 

B efore Paul was converted, he evidently thought that he could accomplish great things with 

his own strength. He decided (without a commandment from God) that Christians were 

wrong and needed (at all cost) to be stopped. He moved by what he thought was right rather than 

what God had commanded him to do! 

 

ñIndeed, I myself thought I must do many things contrary to the name of Jesus of Naz-

arethò (Acts 26:9, NKJV). But after Paulôs conversion, there was a total change in his attitude. 

He lived his life daily by submitting himself continually to the will of the Lord.  

 

ñI can do all things through Christ who strengthens meò (Php. 4:13, NKJV). Thus, Paul needed 

the strength of Jesus to guide his life and actions.  

 

God has given the human race many abilities, and the strength to accomplish so many things, 

however; there are those times when our needs are beyond the strength that God has naturally 

given us, and we need His help. It is a joy for Christians to know that the Lord can help us.  

 

ñSo we may boldly say: ñThe LORD is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to 

me?òò (Heb. 13:6, NKJV). Our strength is limited, but not so with God. We may often limit 

Him, but He is still the all-powerful One.  

 

One time the disciples of Jesus were out at sea without Him, and a raging storm showed them 

just how weak they were without Him. During the darkest time of the night, and when the storm 

was at the point of destruction, we are told, ñAnd when the disciples saw Him walking on the 

sea, they were troubled, saying, ñIt is a ghost!ò And they cried out for fearò (Mt. 14:26, NKJV). 

 

What a comfort and thrill it must have been when they learned it was Jesus. They much have felt 

great comfort from Him when He said, ñBe of good cheer! It is I; do not be afraidò (Mt. 14:27, 

NKJV). 

 

Surely when they were at the weakest point in their lives, they must have seen Jesus at His 

strongest. It is so sad that millions in the world try to make it without Him. Then, when serious 

things come into their lives, to whom can they turn? In their weakest moments, they can turn 

only to themselves where there is NO strength! 

 

On one occasion, when many disciples of Jesus chose to forsake Him because of His teaching, 

Jesus turned to the twelve and asked, ñDo you also want to go away?ñ ñBut Simon Peter an-

swered Him, ñLord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal lifeò (John 6:67,68, 

NKJV. 

 

Only Jesus was sufficient to give eternal life, and this is still true today!
