hen teaching the word of God, we spend hours on the subject of baptism. This is

as it should be, because God’s word emphasizes its importance (Mk. 16:16; Acts
2:38; 22:16; Rom. 6:4; Gal. 3:26,27; 1 Pet. 3:21). However, for baptism to fulfill its God-
given place, the same emphasis needs to be placed on what is BEFORE and AFTER
baptism.

Baptism cannot stand alone, because it receives its value and purpose when joined with
other commandments. For example, there is no purpose in baptizing an infidel who will
not change to believing in God the Father and His Son! When Jesus told His apostles to
go into all the world and preach the gospel, He said, iHe who believes and is baptized
wi || b ethes Hevaddd, D b ut  hdees noh elieve wi | | be c @vk.
16:16, NKJV). Thus, He commanded baptism for the believers!

On one occasion, Jesus was addressing some unbelievers who would not change their
unbelief. This led Jesus to saytothem,i Ther ef or e | said to
sins; for if you do not believe t h a't | am He,
What kind of belief is required? One must believe and be willing to confess that He is
the Christ, the Son of the living God (Mt. 16:16; Rom. 10:9,10).

Likewise, for baptism to be effective, one must be willing to change their hearts and
lives from serving sin to serving God. This is called repentance in the Bible! Before Pe-
ter commanded believing sinners to be baptized for the forgiveness of sins, he com-
manded themto repent. i Repent , and |l et every one

Jesus Christ for tActe2:38,dNKUVssi on of si ns;

In summary, before a sinner can be scripturally baptized, he or she must be a penitent
believer who confesses that they believe that Jesus is God’s Son.

After baptism, what must then follow? Their lives and hearts must reflect that their lives
are new in Christ. From baptism, they mustrisetoiwal k i n n e (Rom. §:4,
NKJV). They must show by their daily lives that theyare ii n Chndiiat ne w
tiotmiMol d things have passed away,; b Bar.
5:17, NKJV).

What is involved in this new life after baptism? According to Peter, it involves adding:
faith, virtue, knowledge, self-control, perseverance, godliness, brotherly kind-
ness, and love (2 Pet. 1:5-7, NKJV). This kind of life will produce the fruit of the Spirit,
