What Do I Still Lack? —Benny B. Bristow  

 

T he question, “What do I still lack,ò was asked by a rich young ruler who visited Je-

sus seeking eternal life. He was certainly a very religious man, because when Je-

sus asked him if he had kept the commandments, he responded by saying, “All these 

things I have kept from my youthò (Mt. 19:20). Why didn’t this settle the matter with the 

young man? Because he felt that something was lacking in his life. He was right—there 

was, because when Jesus gave him a test, he failed it. For when Jesus brought to the 

surface the thing that was lacking, it was learned that the man was infected with the sin 

of covetousness. The rich ruler refused to sell what he had, so he could give to the poor 

and follow Jesus (Mt. 19:21). 
 What about our lives today as Christians? Do we ever honestly ask, “What do I still 
lack?”  Do we ever stop and take a spiritual M.R.I to see if anything is lacking? 

A Parable 
 Jesus gave a parable about a man who left talents of silver to three men to be in-
vested while he was away. One man received five, another two, and another received 
one, according to the ability of each (Mt. 25:15). You know the story. The men who re-
ceived two and five talents, doubled the amount, but the man who received one talent 
failed. What was his problem? He was lacking something—he did nothing and failed his 
assignment. Therefore, Jesus directed these words toward him: “You wicked and lazy 
servant. ...cast the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness. There will be weeping 
and gnashing of teeth” (Mt. 25:26,30). 
 There are so many in the church today that can say, along with the rich young 
ruler, that they have obeyed the moral commandments of God. They do not steal, they 
do not kill, they do not commit adultery. This is certainly commendable, however, like 
the man who received the one talent of silver, they are guilty of the sin of “doing noth-
ing.” How do we know this? Because they ignore every single work program in the 
church, and the summation of their Christianity is found in attending a one-hour Sunday 
morning worship service. 
 As important as it is to worship God each week, there is more! Yes, God wants 
worship and praise, but He also wants servants who will serve. The man with the one 
talent of silver hoarded his master’s money by making sure nothing happened to it. 
However, this was not enough! Something was lacking, and this caused him to be an 
unprofitable servant. 
 Many in this congregation have abilities that are of more value than all the talents 
of silver in the world.  However, each one of us should ask the question, “Am I serving?” 
Or, “What do I still lack?” We all know what we are qualified to do, but are we doing it? 
 When you ask the question, “What do I still lack,” don’t run from your responsibility 
like the rich young ruler. Instead of obeying Jesus, this man went away sorrowful (Mt. 
19:22). Don’t bury your talent like the man with one talent.  
 Just resolve to give God your best, and He will be pleased to reward you.
