What God Do You Serve?  
 
Remember the incident between Naaman and Elisha?  Naaman had leprosy, and what a blessing it was to 

find out there was someone who might be able to help him find a cure!  Arriving at Elishaôs home, 

Naaman heard the good news of how God would heal him, if he would only wash seven times in the Jor-

dan River.  Naaman, however, wasnôt pleased with this.  ñBut Naaman was furious and went away and 

said, óBehold, I thought, ñHe will surely come out to me and stand and call on the name of the Lord his 

God, and wave his hand over the place and cure the leperòôò (2 Kings 5:11).  Naaman had created God in 

his image, had figured out how he thought God should respond, and didnôt appreciate it when God didnôt 

fit in his box. 

 

Naaman is not so different from many today.  So many want God to fit their image, to respond how they 

want, to be what they want.  I have had several tell me God wonôt condemn anyone to eternal torment in 

hell, as a loving God would not do such a thing.  Iôve had one person inform me that her God is not con-

cerned with trivial matters such as oneôs language.  Another expressed a popular idea by saying, ñDoctrine 

doesnôt matter, and weôll all get to heaven as long as we trust in God.ò  How many other examples could 

be offered, of what one wants to believe being accepted as exactly what God believes?  Each of these 

statements are contrary to what Scripture clearly teaches, but the Bible is rarely consulted in formulating 

oneôs image of God and what He wants of us. 

 

There are those in the Lordôs church who are guilty of making the same type of assumptions about God, 

creating Him in their image.  I had one person tell me if he gave of his time, God didnôt expect him to give 

of his money.  Paul reminds us God doesnôt think this way (1 Cor. 16:2).  Some donôt feel God expects 

them to be faithful in assembling to worship Him, but God has said otherwise (Heb. 10:25).  Many feel 

God intends the church to meet their felt needs, but not for them to help others, to serve God.  God makes 

clear we are His slaves, and serving one another is part of what being joined together in Christ is all about 

(Rom. 6:18 / Gal. 5:13).   Even those who have obeyed the gospel can create God in their image, because, 

again, Scripture isnôt consulted in formulating their understanding of God or their personal belief system. 

 

If one believes Scripture is God breathed, and that it reveals Him and His will to us, then why is a knowl-

edge so lacking of it?  If knowing the truth, and abiding by it, is what sets one free from sin (John 8:31-

32), then why is it ignored?  Scripture is the only way to know God, who He is, what He has done for us 

through His Son, and how He expects us to live.  Nowhere in Scripture are personal feelings given the 

status of doctrine, of being authoritative for one spiritually.  To make oneself authoritative, and expect God 

to accept whatever beliefs and actions one conceives, is to be like the Jews of the first century.  Paul said, 

ñI can testify about them that they have zeal for God, but not according to knowledge.  Because they disre-

gard the righteousness from God and attempted to establish their own righteousness, they have not submit-

ted to Godôs righteousnessò (Rom. 10:2-3).  Can anyone believe this pleased God?  Should anyone believe 

such will please God today? 

 

It isnôt a thing of the past to make God in our image, rather than allow Him to mold us in His; itôs also an 

unfortunate reality of the present.  If your beliefs and practices donôt conform to the teaching of Scripture, 

your God isnôt the God of the Bible.  The God of Scripture is the only true and living God, and itôs His 

will, not ours, that matters for eternity.  ñDo not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man 

sows, this he will also reapò (Gal. 6:7).  Spend time in Scripture, and know what it teaches.  Which is true 

of you; do you create God in your image, or is He fitting you in His image for eternity?
