A Date That Will Live 
 
 
Almost 68 years ago, these words were uttered by then President Franklin D. Roosevelt.  
“Yesterday, December 7, 1941—a date which will live in infamy—the United States of America 
was suddenly and deliberately attacked by naval and air forces of the Empire of Japan.”  He 
went on to add, “Long will we remember the character of the onslaught against us.”  With this 
petition to Congress to declare a state of war between the United States and the Japanese Em-
pire, our nation embarked into World War II.  At its end in 1945, estimates range from 60 to 78 
million total casualties, with approximately 418,500 Americans killed.  It was the deadliest military 
conflict in history, and certainly changed the course of human history on many levels. 
 
While not wanting to diminish the sacrifices made by so many then, I believe there to be a 
greater date in history.  It is a date that is both infamous and glorious.  Some have suggested the 
date as Apr. 3, AD 33, but the real importance is in what happened.  On an elevated place out-
side Jerusalem, Jesus was crucified.  It is an infamous date, in that His death was necessitated 
by the sins of the world, by the sins of each one of us.  It is a glorious date, in that God’s eternal 
plan was brought to pass which offers us forgiveness of our sins. 
 
With the passing of time, the events of 68 years ago grow dim for many in our nation, as the 
number of veterans who fought its battles grows fewer each year.  History for many people has 
little value, as they fail to understand the impact it makes on our lives in the present.  Not know-
ing the history of our Lord can have eternal consequences.  In Hosea’s day, God, through the 
prophet, pronounced judgment on the people of Israel because “My people are destroyed for 
lack of knowledge” (Hosea 4:6).  No doubt to many in the 8

th
 century BC, the Law of Moses 

seemed like ancient history and irrelevant to their lifestyle.  Within a few years, however, when 
the Assyrians came and carried the majority away into captivity, they would understand just how 
relevant it was. 
 
Many in the world today consider the message about Christ blasé and outdated for the lifestyles 
people now live.  It doesn’t change the fact that the message of the gospel, the message of 
Christ, is God’s power to salvation (Rom. 1:16).  What happened almost 2,000 years ago at Gol-
gotha is what is so desperately needed by so many people today.  Sin is still our greatest prob-
lem, but how many are conscious of it?  Are we aware of what it does to us?  Do we realize what 
God has done for us in sending Jesus to die for us?  Do we truly understand sin will condemn 
us?  Do we grasp how horrible hell is, that there will be no way out?  We too can be destroyed 
for a lack of knowledge, if we don’t understand our need and how to live a life that pleases the 
Father. 
 
As one person has put it, it is a quaint notion to never forget the sacrifices of the past.  It also is a 
powerful one, especially for those of us whose lives are connected to the supreme sacrifice of 
the Son of God dying for us on the cross.  Hopefully one date that will live in each of us is when 
we go back to that time, by being immersed into Christ’s death, crucifying the flesh, and commit-
ting ourselves to be living sacrifices (Rom. 6:3-4; Gal. 2:20; Rom. 12:1-2).  Does it live in you?
