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How Shrewd Are You? 
 

 

ñFor the sons of this world are more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than the sons 
of lightò (Luke 16:8). 
 
When Jesus spoke the parable of the unrighteous steward (Luke 16:1-13), he made this as-
sessment of those who are living by worldly standards compared to those who are seeking the 
matters of the kingdom of God.  Jesus did not give approval to using dishonest tactics in man-
aging oneôs concerns, but the attitude one group has in approaching life, lacking in the other.  
The term shrewd literally means ñto think, to have a mindset.ò  Thus, the idea is to act pru-
dently, sensibly, to be practically wise in relationships with others.  Jesus is urging His follow-
ers to see and take advantage of the opportunities and assets we have to provide for each 
other, as well as to advance the work of the gospel. 
 
It seems this is a lesson that we still need to learn.  Satan is hard at work advancing his cause, 
and he has plenty of followers who follow his lead.  Are we as dedicated to the truth of the gos-
pel, and the life it commends, in living out the truth and taking its message to others?  Edmund 
Burke once commented that ñAll that is necessary for the triumph of evil is that good men do 
nothing.ò  It seems we live in an age where we are seeing the frightening results of that state-
ment come to pass.  Ungodliness has the advantage in so many ways, what can we do? 
 
One way we can start to make a difference, each of us in our own corner of the world, is to live 
consistent with the calling of the gospel.  Jesus said, ñYou are the salt of the earth, but if salt 
has lost its taste, how shall its saltiness be restored? It is no longer good for anything except to 
be thrown out and trampled under people's feetò (Matt. 5:13).  The only way salt can have an 
impact is to possess the quality of being salt.  So it is with us as Christians.  We canôt make an 
impact in the lives of others if they donôt see the life of Christ within us.  If your language is just 
as foul as theirs, if you act just as materialistically as they, if they know you are inconsistent in 
assembling to worship God, if they see no real difference between how you live and they, then 
how can you have an impact for good?  You must act as the salt of the earth in your sphere of 
influence, or you will have no positive influence at all. 
 
Paul reminds us we are to be ñblameless and innocent, children of God without blemish in the 
midst of a crooked and twisted generation, among whom you shine as lights in the world,  
holding fast to the word of lifeò (Phil. 2:15-16).  We should ever be conscious that we are to 
exemplify our faith everywhere, not just the times weôre gathered together.  We need a Chris-
tian mindset that shows itself in daily living, to be wise among those who need to see Christ in 
us, to try and make a constructive difference for the sake of the gospel.  ñLet your light shine 
before men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father who is 
in heavenò (Matt. 5:16).
