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STOP AND TAKE TIME

“Look at her sitting there! Doesn't she realize how busy | am, how much work there is
to do, how much | need her in here helping me? How can she just sit there and not
know | need her?” Perhaps Martha thought such things before she blurted out to Je-
sus, "Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to serve alone? Tell her then to
help me" (Luke 10:40). In love and kindness, Jesus responded, “Martha, Martha, you
are anxious and troubled about many things, but one thing is necessary. Mary has
chosen that good portion, which will not be taken away from her’ (Luke 10:42).

Martha was distracted and preoccupied with all her preparations for Jesus. She was
worried about all there was to do, and bothered about how it wasn't getting done. It's
easy for us to see her need to slow down, to evaluate her priorities, to realize what
was really important in life. We are quick to see the importance of the spiritual and
how, like Mary, Martha needed to take time to sit at the feet of Jesus, listen, and learn.

Yet, aren't we a lot like Martha? “l have so much to do at work, then there's the kids
and school, and, of course, this needs to be done, and that, as well. And don’t even
get me started about everything happening now at this time of year! How can they ex-
pect me to come to Bible class and both services on Sunday? Wednesday night?
Don't they know how tired | am? Where do they think | have any time to offer to the
work of the church?” Are you so preoccupied with matters of this life, you don't have
time for matters eternal? Do you need, like Martha, to slow down, evaluate your priori-
ties, and see what really is important in life?
